Bleu Master Sculptor/Instructor Armando Baisas, 1997 ice-carving Wotld Champion and 4-time
Winterlude Champion has been coaching Vi Minh Tran.

Team Canada has paired up with the world-renowned Cirque de Soleil who advised them on their
designs. Cirque du Soleil had been creating computer-animated designs at the team’s practice facilities
in Montreal where the team had been training since July 2003.

The World Pastry Cup is considered to be the top international competition in the world of pastry
and takes place in conjunction with its culinary counterpart, the Bocuse d’Or. Teams from twenty
nations competed for the illustrious title of World Pastry Champions.
